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Recycling Regulations 

Recycling Law (AB341): 
A business (includes public entities) that generates  
4 cubic yards or more of commercial waste per week 
or is a multifamily residential dwelling of five units or 
more shall arrange for recycling services.   

Organic Law (AB1826): 
A business (includes public entities) that generates  
2 cubic yards or more of commercial waste per week 
or is a multifamily residential dwelling of five units or 
more shall arrange for organic services.
