Service Days 
Items are collected on your regular service day.  

       Place items out the night before after 6 p.m.

Quantity 
Residences have 25 item pickups per year and up   

       to 5 items per pickup at no charge.

Multifamily dwellings have 4 items pickups and up  
       to 4 pickups per year at no charge. 

Need more pickups? No problem! Call to to learn  
       more about additional pick up rates. 

Weight 
Each item can weigh up to 50 lbs.  

Size 
Each item must be no larger than 4 ft. x 4 ft. x 6 ft.

*If out of compliance, an Oops tag with reasoning will be left at the residents home.

*Items must be tagged refrigerant free, when applicable

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Unacceptable Bulk Items

Electronics
Oversized electronic devices

Brush
Plant and bundled-based waste 
generated in residential settings

We do not accept:
Oversized, hazardous or other items outside the 
program guidelines such as chemicals, construction 
& demolition waste, car parts or regular bagged trash 
for normal collection.

Items placed outside the program guidelines subject to Municipal Code 8.32.060 - Dumping rubbish 
in public or private places. Except as otherwise provided in this Chapter, it is unlawful for any person 
to dump, discard, abandon or otherwise deposit any Municipal Solid Waste in or upon any public 
or private property within the City, including any vacant lot or in, on or upon any public street, alley, 
parkway, park or other public place or in or upon any floodwater channel, any channel or structure 
tributary to any floodwater channel, any easement or right-of-way for floodwater channel purposes, 
or in or upon any place in the city where the natural flow of stormwater might carry the same to any 
such floodwater channel or structure. (Ord. No. 930, § 2, 5-14-13)
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
