• Only residents in West County are eligible to attend: Richmond, San Pablo, Hercules, Pinole, El Cerrito, 
Unincorporated West County, Crockett, Rodeo and Port Costa 
**Bring proof of residency    ***Kensington Residents are not eligible to participate.

• NO BUSINESS WASTE, NO GARBAGE, NO WALK UPS OR BICYCLES, OR MOTORCYCLES
• No explosives and ammunition, no medical waste, no radioactive waste. No pharmaceuticals/medications or sharps
• No appliances including refrigerators, stoves, washer/dryers, vacuum, toasters, coffeemakers, etc.
• No TVs over 36" or in consoles (flatscreens are accepted)
• Electronic waste with circuit boards (such as phones, computers & monitors) and microwaves are accepted
• Limit of 125 pounds or 15 gallons of hazardous waste per car
• If you cannot make the event, visit the HHW facility at 101 Pittsburg Avenue in Richmond (Wed-Sat, 9am – 4pm)

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Hazardous waste and other 
prohibited materials that are not 
allowed in the trash or recycling:

Many common products that we use in our daily 
lives contain potentially hazardous ingredients 
and require special care when disposed of. These 
items can not be thrown into your recycling, trash 
or yard waste carts.

It is illegal to dispose of hazardous waste in the 
garbage, down storm drains or onto the ground. 
Chemicals from improperly disposed hazardous 
waste can be released into the environment and 
contaminate our air, water and possibly the food 
we eat. 

Illegal transportation or disposal of hazardous 
materials may be reported to the State and local 
regulatory agencies, including the Monterey 
County District Attorney’s Office. The responsible 
party can face both civil and criminal prosecution. 

Avoid paying fines and penalties by disposing 
of these materials correctly. The Sun Street 
Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facility 
located at 139 Sun Street accepts hazardous 
waste from households and small businesses. For 
more information on what items and quantities 
are accepted please contact the HHW facility 
directly at 831.424.5520 or visit
www.salinasvalleyrecycles.org.

Puede ser reportado por las agencias 
reguladoras estatales y locales, incluido la Oficina 
del Fiscal de Distrito del Condado de Monterey si 
transporta ilegalmente o tira desechos peligrosos 
incorectamente.
