Did You Know?
The decomposition of organic waste in California's landfills generates around 20% of the state's methane, a super pollutant
84 times more potent than carbon dioxide (CO2)! Senate Bill 1383 (SB 1383) requires all residents and businesses to
recycle food and yard waste to combat the climate crisis and increase edible food recovery.

In the County of San Diego, this program will increase the County's waste diversion goals and achieve greenhouse gas
reduction. Your organic waste is being converted to compost at the Otay Composting Facility...the first fully solar-
powered composting facility in California!

rice, beans, dairy products, bones, eggshells, coffee
grounds

v" FOOD-SOILED PAPER: napkins, paper towels, paper
plates, paper bags, coffee filters, paper takeout
containers, paper-based teabags, shredded paper,
newspaper

v YARD WASTE: leaves, grass, branches, yard
trimminas. plants. untreated wood

X Glass, metal, aluminum

X Ash, concrete, dirt, rocks
and sand

X Plastic bags

Place your kitchen caddy in a convenient area where
food waste is generated. Common locations include
kitchen counters, freezers/fridges or under the sink

. Place food scraps and food-soiled paper in

your kitchen caddy

. Empty the contents of your kitchen caddy into

your organics cart

Why can’t | put my food waste in plastic bags?

Residential Customers with commingled service (one container
for both food and yard waste) may NOT use plastic bags, even
those labeled as "compostable™. Due to the inconsistency of
manufacturing, we cannot guarantee these bags will break
down and can interfere with the composting process.

Tips for using your kitchen caddy:

Line your caddy and wrap your scraps - use paper
products such as newspaper, paper bags or paper towels
to line your kitchen caddy and wrap your food waste
Freeze your scraps - put food scraps in a separate
container and place it in the freezer or fridge. Transfer the
container contents into your organics cart before your next
service day

Use yard trimmings to cover food scraps in

your organics cart

Wash your kitchen caddy often by hand or in the
dishwasher

1. Ubique su botecito de cocina en un area adecuada donde se » Use productos de papel como periOdico para forrar su

» Congele los desechos de comida en otro contenedor.
Transfiera el contenido al contenedor de reciclaje de
residuos organicos el dia antes del servicio de recolecciOn

» Use los recortes de plantas de su jardin o papel en trizas
para cubrir los desperdicios de comida en su contenedor

» Lave frecuentemente su botecito de cocina

2. Coloque los restos de comida y los papeles sucios en su
botecito

3. Vacie el contenido de su botecito de cocina dentro del
contenedor de reciclaje de residuos organicos. Reutilice el
botecito.

¢Por qué no puedo usar bolsas de plastico?

Los clientes residenciales con servicio combinado (un
contenedor exlusivo para desechos de comida) NO pueden
usar bolsas de plastic®, incluso aquellas etiquetadas como
"compostables". Debido a la inconsistencia de la fabricacién,
estas bolsas puedan interferir con el proceso de compostaje.
