Please follow these guidelines to help us provide Union City with 
clean and efficient service: 
• Set your carts at the curb by 6:00 AM on your collection service 

day. Remove carts from the curb by midnight of your collection 
service day. Store carts out of public view all other times.

• Leave two (2) feet between each cart whenever possible. 
• Place your carts facing the street with wheels against the curb.
• Properly sort your materials to comply with State and local 

laws. Residents who place prohibited items in their recycle and/
or compost carts may be charged a prohibited items fee. 

• Do not overload carts. Cart lids must close completely.
• If you have extra materials, contact Republic Services to 

purchase an “overage” bag, which includes the cost of disposal.

Large Appliances 
One major household appliance per pickup 
(water heater, washing machine, dryer, etc.). 
State law requires that appliance doors be 
removed before placing them at the curb to 
prevent entrapment hazards. 
Electronic Waste 
Computer monitors, CPUs, TVs, printers,  
VCR/DVD players, small appliances.
Tires 
Maximum of four (4) passenger car tires  
or smaller.

Furniture & Carpet 
Including mattresses and box springs. 
Carpet must be rolled, tied and less than 
four (4) ft long.  
Yard Trimmings 
Please tie in bundles no more than five 
feet in length or six inches in diameter. 
Clean unpainted wood only. No fencing. 
Other 
Flatten and bundle cardboard. All  
loose items must be boxed, bagged,  
or bundled. 

NO item over 150 pounds* 
NO construction and demolition debris 

NO medical waste 
NO painted wood

NO rocks, dirt or concrete
NO hazardous waste

Prohibited Items

Acceptable Items

*Except furniture and appliances.

Union City residents are eligible to receive two (2) annual bulky item collections at no 
additional cost to conveniently and responsibly manage items that are too large or bulky. 
Set aside reusable and recyclable items to ensure these are collected for reuse and 
recycling and not sent to the landfill. Contact Republic Services at 510.657.3500 for more 
information and to schedule your bulky item collection.

Ready to schedule your bulky clean-up? 
• Before beginning your home cleanup project, call Republic Services at 510.657.3500  

and ask to schedule a bulky item collection.
• Your pickup will be scheduled within 21 days of your request for service.
• A postcard confirming the date of the appointment will be mailed  to you.
• Wait until the evening before your scheduled pick-up day to place  

items at the curb. If materials are put out too soon, it may encourage others to add to 
your bulky item pile, which can result in your collection not being completed.

• If items are not out when the truck goes by (as early as 6:00 AM), you will need to call in 
again to reschedule your collection for another day and you will be required to move the 
materials out of public view until the newly scheduled collection date.

Republic Services will haul away up to four (4) cubic yards of materials per bulky Items 
collection. Set-out dimensions are 6-feet wide, 6-feet deep, and 3-feet tall, as pictured above.

Carts to Fit Your Needs
• Landfill, recycle and compost carts 

are available in 20-gallon, 35-gallon, 
64-gallon, and 96-gallon sizes.

• The standard service level is a 35- 
gallon landfill cart, a 64-gallon recycle 
cart and a 96-gallon compost cart.

• Residents can save money by 
downsizing their landfill cart from  
the standard 35-gallon size to the 
20-gallon size.

Note: Cost savings do not apply to  
smaller sizes of recycle or compost carts.

• Tri-CED is a certified CA Redemption 
Center. Bring in beverage containers 
labeled with the CRV symbol for 
redemption.

• E-waste and batteries may also 
be dropped off for recycling at no 
additional cost.

Used Motor Oil and Filters
• Contact Tri-CED to request 

one gallon screw-top jugs  
to fill with used motor oil, and 
a zip top bag for filters.

• Place the motor oil jugs and 
filter bag on the curb next  
to (not inside) your recycle 
cart for collection on your 
regular service day. 

Batteries and  
Cell Phones Collection
• Contact Tri-CED to request a zip top 

bag or use your own 
clear heavy-duty zip 
top bag to put your 
batteries and cell 
phones in.

• Place the zip top bag 
on top of your recycle cart on your 
regular collection day.
