SB 1383: Doing
Your Part to Reduce
Organic Waste

In California, organic waste makes up nearly
18% of total landfilled material. When organic
materials such as food and yard waste are sent
to the landfill, they rot and emit methane—a
powerful Greenhouse Gas (GHG) emission. To
reduce methane emissions, California State
law SB 1383 (calrecycle.ca.gov/organics/
slcp) aims to reduce methane from landfilled
organic waste. The state of California set a
goal to reduce the total amount of landfilled
organic waste by 50% by 2020 and 75% by
2025 from baseline levels of 2014.

You can do YOUR part by putting food in your
green organics cart. Your food scraps will be
turned into nutrient-rich soil at our Richmond
compost facility.
