Organics (Compost) 
& Recycling Law 
A California state law went into effect on January 1, 2022, and requires 

your business to keep compostable and recyclable materials out of 

landfills to help reduce harmful emissions that contribute to climate 

change. This state law was implemented under the Alameda County 

Organics Reduction and Recycling Ordinance and Newark Municipal 

Code Chapter 8.40, in partnership with Republic Services, StopWaste 

and Alameda County Department of Environmental Health. This law 

has replaced the Mandatory Composting and Recycling Ordinance that 

was in place in Alameda County since 2012. 

What does this law mean for my business? 

If you don't already have organics (compost) and recycling collection 

services, you will need to sign up for service to comply. Getting the 

required service may allow you to reduce your trash service level and 

lower your bill. By subscribing to organics and recycling collection 

service, your business will not only be SB 1383-compliant, but it 

may also realize cost savings. In addition to subscribing to organics 

(compost) and recycling collection service, your site must: 

../ Place color-coded and labeled Recycling and Organics bins next to 

all Trash bins (except in restrooms). 

../ Sort materials into the proper bins-Recycling, Organics and 

Trash. 

../ Educate employees, contractors and tenants about the law at least 

annually and check bins periodically to ensure proper sorting. 

Recycling the right way 
saves time, money and 
the environment! 
Contamination is the technical term for non-recyclable materials or trash 

that winds up in the recycling cart. Liquids or food residue can ruin a load 

of clean recyclables and render the materials unrecyclable. Additionally, 

these items often wind up as trash due to contamination. 

Newark residents and businesses are trying to be good recyclers, and our 

community is recycling at record levels. However, the best intentions are 

wasted when the wrong materials are put in your recycling cart. When 

we do a better job of recycling, we help the environment by ensuring our 

recyclables are accepted and given a second chance for reuse.

../ Don't be a "wishful recycler." Throwing an item you "hope" is recyclable into the recycling cart doesn't mean it will 

get recycled. Single-stream recycling is convenient, but try focusing on the primary items shown above when you 

recycle at home, work and school. 

../ Ensure your recyclables are free of liquid or solid food waste by wiping or rinsing out plastic, glass and aluminum 

containers. 

../ Polystyrene foam packing and peanuts need to stay out of the recycling cart. Put these items in your waste cart, 

reuse them or see if there's a nearby facility that will recycle them . 

../ Ensure all plastics are recyclable. Items like plastic toys, plates, utensils and straws all go in the waste cart.
