New Service Offerings
Newby Island Passes—Two free passes to the Newby Island Landfill per year, per 
residence. Call Republic Services, or visit us at RepublicServicesAC.com to receive your 
free passes to dispose of up to 4 cubic yards of waste twice a year. Passes can be mailed 
or picked up in person at our FREMONT office location. Residents must show proof of 
Newark residency when using passes at Newby Island. Newby Island is located at 1601 
Dixon Landing Road, Milpitas, CA 95035. 

Organics Overage Bags—Overage bags for extra organic material are available for a 
nominal fee. Bags can be mailed to you (shipping and handling fees apply) or picked up 
in person at the Republic Services office. Fill your bag and place it next to your organics 
cart on your collection day. 

Senior Rates—Senior rates are available for customers age 65 and older.

Low Income Discount—For residents that receive assistance under PG&E’s Care Program 
can receive 15% discount.

 
Holiday Collection Schedule 

Republic Services provides collection service every day of the year except on Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Year’s Day. During years when these holidays fall on a weekday, your 
collection service will move by one day (Monday services moves to Tuesday, etc.) 

Disposal of Hazardous Material 
Do not place hazardous material, such as paint, chemicals, cleaners or pesticides, in your 
curbside collection carts.

Continued Service Offerings 
On-Call Cleanups—Three free on-call bulk item collections per year. This includes up to 3 
cubic yards of recycling, trash and organic material, reusable material, construction and 
demolition debris and electronic waste, or up to one appliance or bulk item. 

Free Motor Oil Kits—Your Republic Services driver will deliver a new Motor Oil and Filter 
Recovery Kit upon request. Place the kit next to your recycling cart on your collection day 
for service. A new kit will be left curbside for future use. One Motor Oil and Filter Recovery 
Kit will be serviced per collection day. 

Cooking Oil Recycling—Visit our Fremont office for free disposal of cooking oil and grease.  

Landfill Overage Bags—Overage bags for extra trash are available for a nominal fee. 
Bags can be mailed to you (shipping and handling fees apply) or picked up in person at 
our Fremont office. Fill the bag and place it next to your landfill cart on collection day. 

Battery Recycling—Batteries placed in a clear, sealed bag left on top of your recycling 
cart will be collected on your service day.
